Waves

Waves transfer energy.

Transverse waves have the oscillations perpendicular to the direction of the wave motion.

Longitudinal Waves have the oscillations in the same direction as the wave motion.

The wavelength (λ) is the distance between the similar adjacent points.

The Period (T) is the time for one complete oscillation (second, s)

The Frequency (f) is the number of complete oscillations per second (Hertz, Hz).

The amplitude (A) is the maximum displacement from the equilibrium position (m, cm).
