	 1. Point the microscope towards the light. 

2. Look down the eyepiece and move the mirror so that it becomes bright.
3. Place the specimen on the glass slide and fix it on the stage.
4. Select the lens power.
5. Looking from the side turn the focus control so that the objective lens and the specimen get closer together but without touching each other.
6. Look down the eyepiece lens and slowly turn the focus control the correct way until the specimen can clearly be seen.
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
