Emulsions
· Oils do not dissolve in water.
· Emulsions made from oil and water can be made which have special properties.
· Emulsions consist of small drops of oil spread out and mixed with water.

· An emulsifier is added that stops the oil and water separating into layers.

· Miscible liquids are able to mix together.
· Immiscible liquids are not able to mix.
Examples

· Milk
· Ice cream
· Mayonnaise

· Salad cream
