Red Shift and Big Bang
1. The wavelength of light from distant stars is “red shifted”.
2. The wavelength shift is greater when the star is further away.

3. The red shift means that the universe is expanding.

4. The universe started from a single point of intense energy and it exploded in a “big bang”.

5. Using “red shift” and distances to stars, the age of the universe can be calculated.
